They finished
on 504 points and thanks are due to those
“B” team players who filled in on several
occasions. Congratulations!

John Sidey made up the “B” side and they
finished in mid-table, winning eight
matches & drawing one out of 20, with
336 points.

The “C” team - Tim Mann, Phil Boghurst,
Jackie Hollins & Ray Pothecary battled
hard all season for only two wins but,
despite finishing bottom of the league,
put up some good performances.

NEW TABLE

The Club has recently purchased another
new rollaway table - a Tibhar Super
Compact with a 28mm top. This is in line
with our policy of updating our equipment
at regular intervals and we now have four
top quality match tables.

CLUB TOURNAMENT

The Annual Club Tournament took place
over 3 nights in May and comprised Open
Singles, Handicap Singles and Handicap
Doubles Events.

The Open Singles was keenly contested
and, after the group matches, the two
semi-finals both went to close 3-2 score-
lines with Chris Buck victorious over John
Neal and Clive Chatfield getting the
better of John Sidey. In the final Clive
Chatfield took the Ewen Cup with an 11-5,
11-9, 14-12 win.

The Oliver Challenge Cup, for the
Handicap Singles, has been played for
since 1950 and the winners of the four
groups - Tim Mann (10), John Wilson (8),
Mick Derbyshire (0) & John Neal (4) -
made it through to the semi-finals. In
the first, John Neal proved too steady
for Tim Mann winning 21-17, 21-19 whilst,
in the other, Mick Derbyshire found his
scratch handicap just too much losing out
to John Wilson by 13-21, 21-19, 15-21.
The final, which was a repeat of the 2006
event, saw a reversal of fortune with
John Wilson beating John Neal this time
over 3 sets by 21-16, 15-21, 21-13.

The holders of the Handicap Doubles Cup,
Bill Abbott & Jackie Hollins (7), defended
their trophy and again made it through to
the final by way of a win over Philip
Boghurst & Tim Mann (7) at the semi-final
stage by 2 sets to nil.
